Therefore all members are encouraged to be open at all times and share any concerns or complaints that they may have with their respective team mentors. 

All St. John Bosco GAC players must:

· Respect the rights, dignity and worth of all and treat everyone equitably 

· Not exert undue influence to obtain personal benefit or reward
· Never use abusive or threatening language to one’s own team-mates, mentors, match officials, supporters or the opposition players

· Be loyal to one another and show respect to the team mentors by attending training sessions when requested
· Take pride in representing the club and wearing the club colours
· Be punctual for coaching sessions and games and do their best at all times
· Register with the club at the start of each season and pay any registration fees that are required by the club. 

All players representing St. John Bosco GAC on the field of play must:

1.1 Play by the rules of the game
1.2 Never argue with match officials. If you need clarification, have your captain, coach or manager approach the official during a break or after the competition
1.3 Work equally hard for yourself and your team
1.4 Be a good sport. Acknowledge performance and all good plays whether they are made by your team or the opposition
1.5 Show respect to and acknowledge opponents and officials before/after the game
1.6 Co-operate with your coach(es), team-mates, match officials and opponents for without them there would be no competitions
1.7 Be on time for matches and competitions
1.8 Participate for your own enjoyment/benefit and not just to win
1.9 Play fair at all times even when you are losing – no verbal abuse, provoking or aggression towards officials, opponents or team-mates
1.10 Respect the rights, dignity and worth of all participants regardless of their gender, ability, cultural background or religion.
